


Hurrah! St. Paul just completed another very successful VITA Tax Preparation Program. This free service is a 
real blessing for low-and-middle income people and our clients are very appreciative. This tax season, our 
team was able to assist 302 people with their federal and state returns. Clients received 241 federal refunds 
totaling $303,281 with an average of $1,258.43. Clients received 249 Ohio refunds, totaling $69,640 with an 
average of $279.68.

The St. Paul team consisted of 4 tax preparers: Kirby Lupton, Arthur Mills, Mike Cornelius, and Don Hayashi. 
In addition, Joan Johnson, Jemita Warden, Robin Gann, and Don Hayashi assisted with the intake process for 
everyone. Thanks for all the hard work!
